Cornwall has unarguably some of the most attractive coastal walking in Britain and on this trip we hope to enjoy a relaxed 
weekend with two days walking based in the far west corner of Cornwall.  We will staying at Kelynack campsite, which is very 
close to the most westerly point of mainland England; Land’s End.  We have bunkhouse accommodation at the campsite 
combined with space for camping as numbers dictate. Kelynack is close to the coast, located next to a small stream in the 
secluded and beautiful Cot valley. Close by is the lovely Sennen cove with its sandy beach. The coastline from here round to St 
Ives is rugged and dramatic, steeped in the history of Cornwall's mining past.  The Minack Theatre is an awesome attraction just 
around the coast that we hope to visit during the daytime.  This open-air theatre is justly famous for the way in which it was 
constructed above a gully with a rocky granite outcrop jutting into the sea.  We will also aim to reach Land’s End itself which 
sometimes, depending on the weather, really can feel like the end of the world!  This trip also has a personal dimension for your 
trip organiser… it marks Andrew’s 30th official weekend trip with OUWC and Cornwall, 5 years ago, was the destination of the 
first trip he arranged for the club!  And if all that’s not significant enough, don’t forget that Cornwall is also famous for it’s ice-
cream! 
 
Depart: 17:00-sharp on Friday afternoon  
Return: late on Sunday evening 
Cost: £48.00 (includes accommodation, transport and food, with the exception of meals on the journeys) 
Equipment: Even though it’s now Trinity term and we’re travelling to what should be the warmest part of the country, you must 
come prepared for the possibility of bad weather. You must have a pair of well worn-in waterproof walking boots with ankle 
supports: this is essential to prevent discomfort and injury.  You also must have a waterproof jacket and trousers, warm clothing, 
and changes of clothing. You can borrow waterproofs from the club if you don’t own these yourself, please ask us at Free Tea.

Membership: Please note that you must be a club member to be allocated a place on the trip.  
Refunds: Because of fixed expenses, please be aware that we cannot refund money to people who drop out unless their place is 
subsequently filled.
